Statistics show that one in eight women in the United States will develop invasive breast 
cancer over the course of their lifetime, and an estimated 207,000 cases of invasive breast 
cancer are expected to be diagnosed in women in the United States in 2010. 
 
“There are many families in Washington County and within our Sheriff’s Office that have 
had loved ones who have experienced breast cancer,” stated Sheriff Newman.  “We wanted 
to do our part to heighten the awareness of this devastating disease.” 
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
