The provisions of this Attachment shall delete, modify and supplement the 
provisions contained in the "Instructions to Bidders", AIA Document A701-2018 

Edition.  The provisions contained in this Attachment will supersede any 
conflicting provisions of the AIA Document.  The term "Agency", as used in 
this Attachment, shall mean the United States of America, acting through the 

United States Department of Agriculture. 
 
 

ARTICLE 1,  DEFINITIONS 
 
 Add the following paragraphs and subparagraphs: 

 
1.10  Build America, Buy America Act (BABAA) – Requirements instituted by the 
Bipartisan Infrastructure Law of 2021 mandating domestic preference that all 

iron and steel, manufactured products, and construction materials are 
produced in the United States. 
 

1.10.1 Construction Materials – Those articles, materials, or supply, 
other than an item of primarily iron or steel; a manufactured product; 
cement and cementitious materials; aggregates such as stone, sand, or 

gravel; or aggregate binding agents or additives – that are or consist 
primarily of:  non-ferrous metals, plastic and polymer-based products, 
glass, lumber or drywall. 

 
1.10.2 Manufactured Product – Items assembled out of components, or 

otherwise made or processed from raw materials into finished products.  

Manufactured products must be manufactured (assembled) in the United 
States, and the cost of components that were mined, produced, or 
manufactured in the United States must be greater than 55 percent of the 

total cost of all components of the project. 
 
1.10.3 Manufacturer’s Certificate – Documentation provided by a 

Manufacturer, certifying that the items provided by Manufacturer meet 
the domestic preference requirements of BABAA. 

 

ARTICLE 2,  BIDDER'S REPRESENTATIONS 
 
2.1  Add the following subparagraph to paragraph 2.1: 

 
2.1.7  This Bid has been arrived at independently, without 
consultation, communication, or agreement as to any matter relating to 

this Bid, with any other Bidder or with any competitor. 

 
2.1.8  Bidder is familiar with all laws and regulations that may affect 

cost, progress and performance of the work, including BABAA 
requirements.   

 

 
ARTICLE 3,  BIDDING DOCUMENTS 
 

Add the following sentence to the end of subparagraph 3.3.1: “Any 
request for substitute or “or equal” shall include the Manufacturer’s 
Certificate of compliance with the Build America, Buy America Act  
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(BABAA) requirements mandated by Title IX of the Infrastructure 
Investment and Jobs Act (“IIJA”), Pub. L. 177-58.” 
 

 
ARTICLE 4,  BIDDING PROCEDURES 
 

4.1.1 Add the following sentence to subparagraph 4.1.1: 
 

Only one copy of the Bid is to be submitted. 

 
4.2.1 Delete subparagraph 4.2.1 and substitute the following: 
 

4.2.1  Each Bid must be accompanied by a Bid Bond payable to the Owner 
for five percent of the total amount of the Bid. 

 

4.3  Add the following subparagraphs to paragraph 4.3: 
 
4.3.6  All applicable laws, ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all 

authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the Project, shall apply 
to the Contract throughout. 
 

4.3.7  The Bidder agrees to abide by the requirements of Executive Order 
11246, specifically including the provisions of the Equal Opportunity Clause 
and the Standard Federal Equal Employment Construction Contract 

Specifications set forth in the Supplementary Conditions. 
 
4.3.8  The Bidder agrees to abide by the requirements of section 319 of 

Public Law 101-121, which pertains to lobbying activities and applies to 
recipients of contracts or subcontracts that exceed $100,000 at any tier 

under a Federal loan that exceeds $150,000 or a Federal grant that exceeds 

$100,000.  Each Bid shall be accompanied by a completed lobbying 
certification form identical to that included in the Bidding Documents. 
 

4.3.9  The Bidder agrees to abide by the requirements under 2 C.F.R. Part 
417, which pertains to the debarment or suspension of a person from 
participating in a Federal program or activity.   

 
4.3.10  This Bid is for services related to a project that is subject to the 
Build America, Buy Americal Act (BABAA) requirements under Title IX of the 

Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (“IIJA”), Pub. L. 177-58.  Absent an 
approved waiver, all iron, steel, manufactured products, and construction 
materials used in this project must be produced in the United States, as 

further outlined by the Office of Management and Budget’s regulation 
(reference 2 CFR 200) on the application of Buy America Preference in Federal 
Financial Assistance Programs for Infrastructure. 

 

4.3.11  Under these Bidding Instructions, all Bidders (Contractors / 
Subcontractors) shall be responsible for: 

 
 .1  Providing bids that reflect compliance with BABAA requirements. 
 

.2  Providing only iron, steel, construction materials and manufactured 
products that meet BABAA requirements.  Installation of materials or 
products that are not compliant with BABAA requirements shall be 

considered defective work. 
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.3  Including manufacturer’s certification for BABAA requirements with 
all applicable submittals.  If a specific manufacturer is used in the 
bidding, a statement that the manufacturer will comply with submission.  

Contractor shall comply with BABAA manufacturers, distributors, and 
suppliers to correct deficiencies in any BABAA documentation. 
 

.4  Providing manufacturer’s certification for BABAA requirements with 
any Change Order for any new construction materials or manufactured 
products required by the change. 

 
.5  Certifying by submitting an Application for Payment, based in whole 
or in part on furnishing construction materials or manufactured 

products; that such materials and products, to the Contractor’s 
knowledge, are compliant with BABAA requirements. 
 

.6  Ensuring that the Architect / Engineer has been provided an approved 
manufacturer’s certification or waiver prior to items being delivered to 
the project site. 

 
.7  Certifying upon completion that all work and materials are in 
compliance with BABAA requirements. 

 
 
4.4.3 Delete subparagraph 4.4.3 and substitute the following subparagraphs 

4.4.3 and .1: 
 

4.4.3  No Bidder may withdraw, modify or cancel a Bid within 30 

calendar days after the actual date of the opening thereof.  Should 
there be reasons why the Contract cannot be awarded within the 

specified period, the time may be extended, by mutual agreement between 

the Owner and the Bidder, and the concurrence of the Agency.   
 

4.4.3.1  In the event the lowest responsive bidder requests to 

withdraw its bid after a bid opening due to an unintentional error in 
its contents, the Owner may waive informalities, accept the request, 
and keep the bid security provided by the Bidder.   

 
ARTICLE 5,  CONSIDERATION OF BIDS 
 

5.3.2 Delete subparagraph 5.3.2 and substitute the following: 
 

5.3.2  The Owner shall have the right to accept Alternates in the 

sequence or combinations listed and to determine the low Bidder on the 
basis of the sum of the Base Bid and the Alternates accepted.   

 

ARTICLE 7,  PERFORMANCE BOND AND PAYMENT BOND 

 
7.1.1 Replace this subparagraph with the following:  

 
Prior to execution of the Contract, the Bidder shall furnish Bonds 
covering the faithful performance of the Contract and the payment of 

all obligations arising thereunder.  Both Bonds shall be separately 
written, each in the amount of the Contract Sum with Power of Attorney 
attached naming “The United States of America, acting through the 
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United States Department of Agriculture, Rural Development as co-
obligee. The cost shall be included in the Bid. 

 

7.1.3 Delete subparagraph 7.1.3 and substitute the following: 
 

7.1.3  Surety companies executing Bonds must hold a certificate of 

authority as a acceptable surety on Federal Bonds as listed in Treasury 
Circular 570, as amended, and be authorized to transact business in the 
State where the Project is located. 

 
7.2.1 Delete subparagraph 7.2.1 and substitute the following: 

 

7.2.1  The Bidder to whom the Contract is awarded will be required to 
execute the Agreement and obtain Performance and Payment Bonds, if 
required, within ten (10) calendar days from the date when the Notice 

of Award is delivered to the Bidder.  The Notice shall be accompanied 
by the necessary Agreement and Bond forms. 
 

7.2.2 Delete subparagraph 7.2.2 and substitute the following: 
 
7.2.2  The Bonds shall be written on forms identical to those included 

in the Bidding Documents.

By submitting a bid in response to this Solicitation, Contractor agrees to the following terms and conditions 

that shall apply to this procurement. 

A. Submittal of bid 

One copy of the completed bid form, references, and certifications may be submitted by regular mail 

delivery (U.S. or private delivery service) or hand-delivered to Tammy Sturgill, Director; Department of 

Budget and Finance, Washington County Government Center Building, 1 Government Center Place, Suite 

A; Abingdon, Virginia 24210.    The County shall not accept bids by email transmittal.  If forwarded by mail, 

the sealed envelope containing the Bid must be enclosed in another envelope addressed to the County at 

the above address. 

Sealed Bids may be submitted electronically through eVA (eVA.virginia.gov), but this is NOT a requirement.  

The County DOES require that a hard copy of the bid and other required documents be submitted by 

regular mail delivery or be hand delivered to Ms. Tammy Sturgill, Director of Budget and Finance. 

B. Deadline for County receipt 

Bids must be received by the County no later than:  2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 16, 2026.  Bids received 

after the deadline, postmark notwithstanding, shall be rejected. 

C. Form of bid 

a. Bid must be made using the form provided with this Solicitation.  

b. Bid must include references using the form provided with this Solicitation (Attachment 2). 

c. Bid must include signed lobbying certification using the form provided with this Solicitation 

(Attachment 3). 

d. Bid must include signed certification regarding debarment and suspension using the form 

provided with this Solicitation (Attachment 4). 

e. Bid must be submitted in an envelope that is clearly marked:  “Bid for C. Wayne Stevens, Jr. Public 

Safety Facility ” and shall bear on the outside the Bidder’s name, address, and license number. 

f. Bid must be signed in ink by an official authorized to bind the Contractor. 

g. Bid must contain the following on the outside of the envelope containing the Bid:  If a contract is 

for one hundred twenty thousand dollars ($120,000) or more, or if the total value of all 

construction, removal, repair, or improvements undertaken by the bidder within any twelve-

month period is seven hundred fifty thousand dollars ($750,000) or more, the bidder is required 

under Title 54.1, Chapter 11, Code of Virginia (1950) as amended, to show evidence of being 

licensed as a “Class A Contractor.”  The bidder shall place on the outside of the envelope 

containing the Bid, and shall place in the Bid over his signature, the following notation: 

“Licensed Class A Virginia Contractor No.       .” 

D. Bid Bond or Guarantee 

Each bid shall be accompanied by surety in the form of a bid bond or letter of credit in the amount of five 

percent of the amount of the bid, which shall be made payable to the Treasurer of Washington County.

The surety provider must be legally authorized by the Virginia State Corporation Commission to do 

business in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  Such bid surety shall be submitted with the understanding that 

it shall guarantee that the bidder will not withdraw such bid during the period of 30 days following the 

opening of bids; that if such bid is accepted, the bidder will accept and perform under the terms of the 

Invitation for Bids and purchase order or contract.  The bid surety will be returned upon award of contract. 

E. Rejection if bid in improper form 

Contractor’s failure to submit a bid on the bid form provided with this Solicitation and with all information 

required by this Solicitation shall be a cause for rejection of the bid.  Modification of or additions to any 

portion of the bid form may be cause for rejection of the bid; however, the County reserves the right to 

decide, on a case by case basis, in its sole discretion, whether to reject such a bid as nonresponsive.  As a 

precondition to its acceptance, the County may, in its sole discretion, request that Contractor withdraw or 

modify non-responsive portions of a bid that do not affect quality, quantity, price, or delivery.   

The County may waive any informalities or minor defects or reject any and all bids.  Any Bid may be 

modified or withdrawn prior to the scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement 

thereof.  Any Bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.  No Bidder may 

withdraw a Bid within 30 days after the actual date of the opening thereof except due to an error in 

accordance with provision “(i)” contained in 11-54(a), Code of Virginia (1950) as amended.  Should there 

be reasons why the contract cannot be awarded within the specified period, the time may be extended by 

mutual agreement between the County and Bidder. 

F. Questions and modification

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H. Inspection of job site and review of contract documents 

By submittal of a bid in response to this Solicitation, Contractor certifies that Contractor has inspected the 

job site and is aware of the conditions under which the work must be accomplished.  Claims, as a result of 

failure to inspect the job site, will not be considered by the County. 

Contractor must satisfy themselves of the accuracy of the quantity of the Work by examination of the site 

and a review of the Contract Documents including Addenda.  After bids have been submitted, the 

Contractor shall not assert that there was a misunderstanding concerning the quantities of work or of the 

nature of the work to be done.  It is the responsibility of each Contractor before submitting a bid to (a) 

examine the Contract Documents thoroughly, (b) visit and inspect the site to become familiar with local 

conditions and perform additional investigations necessary to satisfy themselves as to surface and 

subsurface conditions, availability of utilities, and access roads as necessary that may affect the cost, 

progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work, (c) consider federal, state, and local laws and regulations 

that may affect cost, progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work, (d) study and carefully correlate 

Contractor’s observations with the Contract Documents, and (e) notify the County of all conflicts, errors, 

or discrepancies in the Contract Documents.  The failure of any Contractor to do any of the foregoing shall 

in no way relieve any Contractor from any obligation in respect to its Bid. 

I. Period allowed for County acceptance of bid 

Any bid submitted in accordance with this solicitation shall be valid for 30 days after the bid submittal 

deadline.  At the end of the 30-day period, the bid may be withdrawn at the written request of the 

Contractor. If the bid is not withdrawn at that time, it remains in effect until an award is made or the 

solicitation is cancelled.   

J. Interview 

Prior to making an award pursuant to this solicitation, the County reserves the right to require Contractor 

to interview with a County review committee to determine whether Contractor is fully qualified to provide 

the goods and services as set forth herein.  The interview is intended to show that Contractor is fully 

qualified, that Contractor’s services will be provided in a completely satisfactory manner, and that 

Contractor is competent to meet or exceed the performance specifications.  Failure by a Contractor to 

comply promptly with a request for interview may result in its bid being rejected.   

K. Award 

The contract will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder that demonstrates the 

qualifications as required by this solicitation.  The award will be based on the Total Base Bid plus the 

Additive Bid Alternate, if selected.  If the Additive Alternate is not selected, the award will be based on the 

Total Base Bid.  The County reserves the right to conduct any tests it may deem advisable and to make all 

evaluations.  The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids in whole or in part, to waive any 

informality, and to negotiate the bid price as permitted by Virginia Code § 2.2-4318 if the lowest responsive 

and responsible bid exceeds available funds.  Failure of Contractor to execute a contract, provide 

certificate(s) of insurance, and, if required, file an acceptable performance security within 10 business days 
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of the date of the approval for awarding of the contract as herein provided will be just and sufficient cause 

for denial of the award. 

The Contractor to whom the Contract is awarded will be required to execute the Contract and obtain 

acceptable performance and payment bonds and certificates of insurance and return four copies of these 

documents within ten (10) business days from the date when Notice of Award is delivered to the 

Contractor.  The Notice of Award shall be accompanied by the necessary Contract forms.  In case of failure 

of Contractor to execute the Contract, the County may consider the Contractor in default, in which case 

the Bid Bond accompanying the proposal shall become the property of the County. 

The County within twenty (20) days of receipt of an acceptable certificate of insurance, performance and 

payment bonds, and the Contract signed by the party to whom the Contract was awarded shall sign the 

Contract and return to such party an executed duplicate of the Contract.  Should the County not execute 

the Contract within this twenty (20) day period, the Contractor may, by written notice, withdraw the signed 

Contract.  Such notice of withdrawal shall be effective upon receipt of the notice by the County.  This 

withdrawal is the only recourse available to the Contractor when the County fails to execute the contract 

within this specified time period.  The Contractor cannot be reimbursed for any additional costs incurred 

if he does not, by written notice, withdraw the signed Contract. 

The Notice to Proceed shall be issued within ten (10) business days of the execution of the Contract by the 

County.  Should there be reasons why the Notice to Proceed cannot be issued within such period; the time 

may be extended by mutual agreement between the County and Contractor.  If the Notice to Proceed has 

not been issued within the period mutually agreed upon, the Contractor may terminate the Contract 

without further liability on the part of either party. 

L. Announcement of Decision to Award 

Following the announcement of the decision to award a contract as a result of this solicitation, the County 

will publicly post such notice on the County website at washcova.com on the Board of Supervisors’ web 

page in the meeting agenda public packet. 

M. Performance Bond and Payment Bond 

A performance security instrument (bond or letter of credit) in the amount of 100 percent of the total 

bid price for materials and installation will be required of the Contractor prior to providing 

goods/services.  The form of instrument to be provided as surety must be approved by the County.  

Failure to execute a contract and file an acceptable performance security and certificate of insurance 

within 10 business days of the date of the approval for awarding of the contract as herein provided, 

will be just and sufficient cause for the denial of the award.  The performance bond will be released 

upon County’s written acceptance after final inspection and determination that the project was 

completed in compliance with contract specifications.  The United States, acting through Rural 

Development, will be named as co-obligee on all surety unless prohibited by State law.  Contractors 

providing performance bonds and payment bonds must hold a certificate of authority as an 
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acceptable surety on Federal bonds as listed in Treasury Circular 570 as amended and be legally doing 

business in the State where the facility is located. 

N. Applicable laws and courts 

This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be governed in all respects by the law of the 

Commonwealth of Virginia, and any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in the court of 

appropriate jurisdiction in Washington County, Virginia. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable 

federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations. 

All applicable laws, ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over 

construction projects shall apply to the contract throughout. 

O. Ethics in public contracting 

By submitting their bid, Contractor certifies that their bid is made without collusion or fraud and that they 

have not offered or received any kickbacks or inducements from any other bidder, supplier, manufacturer, 

or subcontractor in connection with their bid, and that they have not conferred on any public employee 

having official responsibility for this procurement transaction any payment, loan, subscription, advance, 

deposit of money, services or anything of more than nominal value, present or promised, unless 

consideration of substantially equal or greater value was exchanged. 

P. Debarment status 

By submitting their bid, Contractor certifies that they are not currently debarred by the Commonwealth of 

Virginia or County of Washington, Virginia from submitting a response for the type of goods and/or services 

covered by this solicitation.  Contractor further certifies that they are not debarred from filling any order 

or accepting any resulting order, or that they are an agent of any person or entity that is currently debarred 

by the Commonwealth of Virginia or County of Washington, Virginia.  If a vendor is created or used for the 

purpose of circumventing a debarment decision against another vendor, the non-debarred vendor will be 

debarred for the same time period as the debarred vendor. 

Q. Investigation of qualifications of contractor 

Contractor agrees to cooperate with such reasonable investigation as the County deems proper and 

necessary to determine the ability of Contractor to satisfy the terms of any contract that may be awarded 

pursuant to this Solicitation.  Investigation may include inspection of Contractor’s physical facilities prior 

to award to satisfy questions regarding Contractor’s capabilities.  Further, the County reserves the right to 

reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigations of, such contractor fails to satisfy the County 

that such contractor is properly qualified to fulfill the obligations of the contract. 

R. Testing and inspection 

The County reserves the right to conduct any test/inspection it may deem advisable to assure goods and 

services conform to the specifications. 
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S. Equal employment opportunity 

The Contractor agrees to abide by the requirements under Executive Order No. 11246, as amended, 

including specifically the provisions of equal opportunity.  Executive Order No. 11246 requires affirmative 

action and prohibits contractors from discriminating on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, sexual 

orientation, gender identity, or national origin. 

T. State Energy Conservation Plan.  Contractor shall recognize mandatory standards and policies relating to 

energy efficiency which are contained in the State energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the 

Energy Policy and Conservation Act (Pub.

U. Build America, Buy America.  Any request for substitute or “or equal” shall include the Manufacturer’s

Stated to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States. 

 
The applicant agrees that it will assist and cooperate actively with the administering agency and 
the Secretary of Labor in obtaining the compliance of contractors and subcontractors with the 
equal opportunity clause and the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor,

liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (b) of this section. 

d. Subcontracts.  The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth 
in paragraph (a) through (d) of this section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include 
these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts.

13. Seal, Logo and Flags.  The contractor shall not use the United States Department of Agriculture seal(s), 
logos, crests, or reproductions of flags or likenesses of USDA agency officials without specific USDA 
pre- approval. 

 
14. Domestic Preferences for Procurements.  To the extent applicable, Contractor certifies that during 

the term of this Contract that Contractor will comply with applicable requirements of 2 C.F.R. § 
200.322. 

 
(a) Definitions: 

Build America, Buy America Act (BABAA).  Requirements instituted by the Bipartisan Infrastructure 
Law of 2021 mandating domestic preference that all iron and steel, manufactured products, and 
construction materials are produced in the United States.

Upon 
or before the completion of this contract, the Contractor will deliver to the County data first produced 
in the performance of this contract and data required by the contract but not first produced in the 
performance of this contract in formats acceptable to the County. 
 

17. Prohibition on Contracting for Covered Telecommunications Equipment or Services.   
 

(a) Definitions.  As used in this clause, the terms backhaul; covered foreign country; covered 
telecommunications equipment or services; interconnection arrangements; roaming; substantial 
or essential component; and telecommunications or equipment or services have the meaning as 
defined in FAR 52.204-25 Prohibition on Contracting for Certain Telecommunications and Video 
Surveillance Services or Equipment. 

(b) Prohibitions.

(iv) Provide, as part of its performance of this contract, subcontract, or other contractual 
instrument, any equipment, system, or service that uses covered telecommunications 
equipment or services as a substantial or essential component or any system, or as 
critical technology as part of any system. 
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(c) Exceptions. 
(1) This clause does not prohibit contractors from providing: 

(i) A service that connects to the facilities of a third-party, such as backhauling, roaming, 
or interconnection arrangements; or 

(ii) Telecommunications equipment that cannot route or redirect user data traffic or 
permit visibility into any user data or packets that such equipment transmits or 
otherwise handles. 

(2) By necessary implication or regulation, the prohibitions also do not apply to: 
(i) Covered telecommunications equipment or services that: 

i. Are not used as substantial or essential component of any system; and 
ii. Are not used as critical technology of any system. 

(ii) Other telecommunications equipment or services that are not considered covered 
telecommunications equipment or services. 

(d) Reporting Requirement. 
(1) In the event the contractor identifies covered telecommunications equipment or services used 
as substantial or essential component of any system, or as critical technology as part of any system, 
during contract performance, or the contractor is notified of such by a subcontractor at any tier or 
by any other sources, the contractor shall report the information in paragraph (d) (2) of this clause 
to the recipient of subrecipient, unless elsewhere in this contract are established procedures for 
reporting the information. 
(2) The Contractor shall report the following information pursuant to paragraph (d)(1) of this 
clause: 
     (i) Within one business day from the date of such identification or notification: The contract 
number; the order number(s), if applicable; supplier name, supplier unique entity identifier (if 
known); supplier Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code (if known); brand; model 
number (original equipment manufacturer number, manufacturer part number, or wholesaler 
number); item description; and any readily available information about mitigation actions 
undertaken or recommended. 
   (ii) Within 10 business days of submitting the information in paragraph (d)(2)(i) of this clause: 
Any further available information about mitigation actions undertaken or recommended.  In 
addition, the contractor shall describe the efforts it undertook to prevent use or submission of 
covered telecommunications equipment or services, and any additional efforts that will be 
incorporated to prevent future use or submission of covered telecommunications equipment or 
services.
